Founded in 2007, Tomorrow’s Youth Organization (TYO) is an American,
non-governmental organization that works in disadvantaged areas of the Middle East,
enabling children, youth and parents to realize their potential as healthy, active and responsi-
ble family and community members.

We envision TYO as the leading regional practitioner in the field of early childhood educa-
tion and women’s empowerment. The TYO approach and philosophy, as well as standardized
programs, will be recognized regionally and internationally as innovative, child-centered
practices with great impact on underprivileged children living in difficult circumstances.

TYO Nablus is a flagship center to be replicated in other communities throughout the Middle
East. TYO Centers will be visible and popular landmarks in their communities as catalysts for
positive change. They will offer structured programs for children and their family members as

well as one-off events according to the community’s needs and interests.

With at least six centers and at least ten communities reached by extension programs, more
than10,000 children and family members will be enrolled in TYO programs annually by
2013.

The TYO Core Child Program offers non-formal education activities in art, health, IT,
and sport for 4-8 year old children from the most disadvantaged areas of Nablus (four
refugee camps, Old City, and Khallet al Amood). Full-time TYO teachers develop the
curricula with input from a certified family therapist. All activities are designed to teach
children self-expression, practical skills, and coping strategies. Youth volunteers are
trained to support teachers in the classroom, providing positive role models for the
young children. TYQO'’s ultimate goal is to promote healthy emotional and cognitive
development within a safe space in pursuit of the significant health, academic and
economic benefits that early childhood programming has been proven to have.
